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CHAPTER V

CONCLUSION AND SUGGESTION
This chapter presents the conclusion of the research based on the findings and discussion of the findings, and suggestions regarding with the conclusion. 

A. Conclusions

Based on the findings and discussion of the findings in the previous chapter, the researcher has come to the following conclusions.
1. The students will have good learning mood if they are taught by a competent lecturer, having good pedagogical, professional, personality, social and interpersonal communication competencies, 

2. The students will be well-prepared if they are guided by the syllabus of the subject that navigates the students in their learning journey, and
3. The students will be highly stimulated to study if their learning progress is regularly checked by their lecturers.  

B. Suggestions

In line with the conclusions above, the researcher offers the following suggestions.
1. Lecturers are expected to present in the first meeting the syllabus of the subject they teach, 
2. Students should always consult the syllabus of the subjects they attend to have a clear global picture of what to study and how to achieve the goal and objectives of the subjects, and

3. Lecturers should regularly check students’ progress in the subjects the lecturers teach.
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
