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CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTION

This chapter deals with background, research question, research objectives, research significances, and scope of the research.

A. Background

In Indonesia, a curriculum is designed by the government under the responsibility of Ministry of culture and education (Kemendikbud). It is not a something new in the world of education. Education or learning cannot be separated from this term, because the curriculum is one of an important component of teaching and learning and the process will run in a structured and systematic way to achieve the desired learning. Curriculum development is very important in line with the advancement of science, technology, arts and culture, and changes in society. To achieve the lofty goal of learning, it developers continue to improve and evaluate the imposed curriculum. As discussed in this research, the 2013 curriculum is a result of the development of the Education Unit Level Curriculum. It is aimed at nothing other to further improve again the quality of education that exists today.

The 2013 Curriculum is the latest curriculum implementation which started in this field began in 2013. Because the curriculum is still very new, so socialization in the community was also still ongoing today. In the 2013 curriculum, it is the planned interaction of pupils with instructional content, materials, resources, and processes for evaluating the attainment of educational objectives. That is why every teacher has to understand and follow the current curriculum before planning and developing a kind of teaching-learning process and the materials for the teaching-learning process. Curricula are always dynamic and are influenced by the changes of many factors. In Indonesia, there are several curricula that have ever been implemented: 1947, 1952, 1964 1968, 1975, 1984, 1994, Competence-Based Curriculum (2004), School-Based Curriculum (2006), and the latest curriculum is the 2013 curriculum (Sukirno, 2014).

In the 2013 curriculum, the lesson approach adopts a scientific approach that covers five steps, namely: Observing, in observing the teacher facilitates the students to observe thorough reading or listening. Questioning, to give time to deliver questions, and answers based on the observation of material. Experimenting, teacher helps students to collect data thorough available resources such as document, object, and book thorough question by answer, interview and listening by using worksheet as model. Associating, students obtain conclusions from the result of data analysis of the object of learning. Communicating, students deliver (by showing, presenting, reading and sticking) their conceptual understanding regarding the conclusion they have made in the front of oral or written. There are five methods of teaching, namely: inquiry-based learning, project-based learning, discovery learning, problem-based learning, and task-based learning. The evaluation system, the teacher should give an assessment that covers attitude (spiritual and social), knowledge, and skill. In the evaluation system, the teacher uses authentic assessment.
In an educational institution, one of the important elements in the implementation of the new curriculum is teacher (Hamalik, 2009, p. 228). According to Tebogo (2014, p. 120) the teachers are the key role players through the implementation the new curriculum. The teacher should be ready for the implementation the curriculum 2013 in the teaching and learning activities, because it gives a greater influence in supporting the process of the implemented curriculum. Teachers also should be success directly involved in developing, monitoring and implementing the curriculum so that learning can be run fluently and can achieve the expected goals. Therefore, teachers as the main actors of education required to meet its obligations as a professional educator, and of course as a curriculum developer.

Coinciding with the start of the academic year 2013/2014, the 2013 Curriculum received attention from many circles. At the beginning, the government implemented Curriculum 2013 Application of the new curriculum still remains controversial, one of the issues is the preparation but we have to do it. The dissemination which is not optimal to all implementers in the field makes the teachers are still confused about the 2013 Curriculum (Leonokto, 2016, p.30).

According from previous studies, there are some problems related to the implementation of 2013 Curriculum. First; the curriculum was formulated in a very short time. There are many components that should be fixed in such as teachers, family, society and media. No matter how well the curriculum, if it is not supported by their participation, all to be in vain. Second; Socialization of time is very limited, and not all teachers may be involved in this socialization and elimination of some course subjects. The issue of teachers is considered as the crucial thing because if teachers are not ready to implement the curriculum, however good curriculum will not bring any changes for education. Through this research, it expected to provide an overview of the implementation of the 2013 Curriculum in the field and what the teachers perceive about it.

In this study, the researcher tried to interview and investigated some of teachers and Junior High Schools in Makassar which has implemented the 2013 Curriculum since the beginning until now. This research is different from the previous study because it observed the English teachers of three schools like SMP 40 Makassar, SMP 6 Makassar and SMP 10 Makassar based on the who gets certification and not. Based on the preliminary research conducted by the researcher in the schools it was found that most of the teachers complain about the implementation of the 2013 Curriculum. 

Starting from the standpoints above, the researcher brought up this case in a research entitled EFL Teachers’ Perception on the Implementation of the 2013 Curriculum. This study was conducted to investigate the implementation of the 2013 Curriculum at some Junior High school Makassar and the English teachers’ perception about the 2013 Curriculum based on the different location of the schools.
B. Research Question
The main challenge faced by many experiments is the 2013 Curriculum as the latest curriculum in Indonesia. For now consists of many components that are very important thing to create education into a better direction. A good education is education that has a purpose directed, content/lesson material that can be accepted by learners so that the knowledge which will be transferred by the teacher can be absorbed. Moreover, methods/strategies that do can achieve the desired objectives and evaluation either before, while, or after running the educational process. That is the ideal, but in reality although educational has goals, design strategies, and evaluation, it is still difficult to achieve educational goals. Besides that, it was found that some of the teachers complain about the implementation of the 2013 Curriculum. 
In the viewpoint of the background above, the researcher formulates the research questions obtained by the EFL teachers’ perception in the teaching and learning of English, as follow:

1. How do the certified and uncertified EFL teachers implement the 2013 curriculum in the teaching and learning process? 
2. What are the factors that affect to the implementation of the 2013 curriculum according to the EFL teachers?

3. What are the certified and uncertified EFL teachers’ perceptions about the implementation of the 2013 Curriculum?
C. Research Objectives
The objectives of this research are to answer the research question previously stated. It has relation to the problem statement above, the research objectives are formulated as follows:

1. To know how the certified and uncertified EFL teachers’ implemented of the 2013 Curriculum in the teaching and learning process.

2. To find out the affecting factors when the teachers implemented the 2013 curriculum.

3. To know the certified and uncertified EFL teacher’ perception about the implementation of the 2013 curriculum.
D. Research Significance
This research is intended to significantly contribute to theoretical and practical development.
1. Theoretical Significance
Based on the theoretical perspectives, this research expected for the government to become a parameter to improve or repair curriculum especially based of point of view the teacher. The teachers have a good capability and more procedural in applying the 2013 curriculum in the classroom. 

2. Practical Significance

As an evaluation for the school, stakeholder, government and education authority from the teachers’ point of view about the implementation of the 2013 Curriculum and also as a part of need analysis in order to form a curriculum. It also showed how the teachers implemented the 2013 Curriculum, how the teachers understand and explained the theory and concept about the 2013 curriculum and how the teachers knew and applied the evaluation of the 2013 curriculum especially in rubric assessment in teaching and learning process. 
E. Research Scope
This study focused on the teachers’ perception about the implementation of the 2013 curriculum in English classroom. By discipline, it is all around educational psychology and applied linguistic. By activities, this research is a descriptive qualitative design. It was conducted in some Junior High School (SMP 6, 10 and 40) Makassar as the schools that used the 2013 curriculum. To gather the data about the teachers’ perception on the implementation of the 2013 curriculum, the researcher interviewed and observed the teachers in order to find out their perception about the implementation of the 2013 curriculum. It focused about the perception in overall, the assessment, advantages and the weaknesses, teachers’ expectation and the components. 
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
