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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

   This chapter discusses background, problem statement, and objective of the research. It also discusses significance and scope of the research.
A. Background

         One of the many consequences of the communicative language approach in language teaching and learning has been the enhancement of the role of the student in the language learning process. Because the learners are different, the levels of successful in speaking learning strategy will also be different. The learner who choose one or more effective language learning strategies that suit them will find their language learning easier, more enjoyable, faster and more effective, while the learners who cannot find any suitable speaking learning strategies for their language learning will find their learning to be quite hard, burdening, slow, and stressful. Thus, it is clear that individual differences play a very important role in determining the success of a language learner in her learning. Oxford (2003) mentions that language learning strategies as one of the differences that language learner have is one of the most important factor that can affect the level of success that learner can achieve in their learning. In addition, it mentions that language learning strategies along with the language learning styles are among the main factors that have a very important role to determine how the learner learn a second or foreign language. 
          Furthermore, Oxford (1990) mentions that strategies are very necessary to support language learning in order to encourage the learner to be active and to get themselves to be directed involved in their learning process, in which those two aspects are very important in developing communicative competence. Language learning strategies (LLSs) are defined variously by experts; one most popular definition used is given. Oxford (1990) defines language learning strategies as “specific actions that learner choose in order to make their learning to be easier, faster, enjoyable, more self-directed, more effective, and more transferrable to new situations”. 
          Accordingly, how to assist college learner’ English learning has become an important issue. The learners are appealed to gather new information from learning process. How the learners gather and process the information is primary concerned by the kinds of strategies. So, the strategies are employed to understand, to learn, and to remember the information in the area of Teaching English as Foreign Language.

Nevertheless, some of the researches on learning strategies, one of the strategies, have sought to identify particular strategies that are effective on different kinds of tasks. It examines strategies that have proven to be effective in comprehension, writing, problem solving, and reasoning, and discuss several effective domain-general strategies for general self-regulation. However, the use of language learning strategies in successful speaking has not yet been properly explored a successful English learner. Hence, the researcher considers that explored the speaking learning strategies of a successful English learner should be done. 
B. Problem Statement
         Based on the above consideration, the research problems are foundered as follows
1. What kinds of speaking learning strategies are used by a successful English learner?
2. What are the effects of speaking learning strategies used by a successful English learner?
C. Objective of the Research
